BEGINNING OF Sm-n.1AN IBI5- IB5! 

Before one can delve into the actual account 0 the history of unman, 

Indiana, a certain Olffiount background must e su lie to show the 

circumst ances revolving around he establishment of the Sunman CO!lununity in 

IBSI . In t rying t o sunply such i nformation, in order to show the 

development of the surrounding area along i t h that of Sunman i t self , I 

have f ound it necessary to be~in the account in the year 1815 wi th t he 

arri val of the f i r s t settl er s to t e community and t o continue t o t he year 

IBSI . 

The earliest kn own r ecord of someone living i n t he community of 

Sunman , Indiana, i s at tri uted to Richard Wor t man and his wife , Dorcas , 

who set tled in the wilderness about five miles wes t of the pr esent s i t e of 

the t own of Sunman. Mr . and 1rs . Hor tman migrat ed from Ken t ucky in IBIS. 

However, it is not until several ye rs l ater that the r e were any off i cial 

records conf i rming t he fact that t e ortm ns were the fi rst settlers 

living in t he a rea . This off ici.1.1 record WiiS a ni t ed St ates Pat ent of 

and deeds whi ch on ~tarch 24, I 836, grant ed Mr . Wor an o acres of

wi lder nes s in t he aforementioned area . 
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As f ar records are C O t cerned, t ',e ear l i est of icial 

and deed.s of t he area vrere given t o J ohn Sunman . nd his s on, T omas Sunman, 

on Marc 20, I835 , when they gave up the comfor t s and securities of home 

l ife in England and immigrated t o the North Ame r i can °nent. T ley 

settled i n the fores t s of this area i n r819 on a 200 ac re tract of t imberland 

one mil e west or the pr esent site of Penntm.m . 2 

I n t he fol l mdng months the An t hony Nckee fami ly al 0 took up residence 

i n t he area ~ few mil es eas t of the Wo r tman homestead on a place now known 

as Kammeyers Corner in Sept ember, I B35. 3 A short ti."'le af t erwards , new 

set t l ements began t o spr Ong up everywhere, especiall y in the vicinity of 

oresent aay Penn own, with the arrival of the famili es of John Carrius , 

J ohn Cl ark (J une 17, 1836) ,4 and Th omas S mersvil le (March 22, 1836 ).5 

Eventual ly, by he middle of t he 1830' s sever al new families had found t hei r 

way into th i s regi on , s ome of them being the Bennett fami ly , the J ohnson 

fam ly , t hat of william Bowers aLei the Bensons. Al s o among t hes e pioneeri ng 

famili es wer e the Perr i nes, he Vances, The Hoons , and the Hol l ensbes . 

During t hi s time most of the eople set t ling i he area were ei her 

of English or Pen nsyl v nia Dut ch or i gin but it also saw t he a dvent of a 

groun of German Roman Catholic fami l ies settl inr in the area of 

Nichol sville, about thr ee mil es wes t of Sunman . The fami l i es were t hose 

of Nicholas Behr, Louis Ret zner, John Gauck , Joseph Schmaltz (March 21, 

1835),

101ichael Forthofer (r1arch 2 , I 835), 7 and ichol as Federle. 

These families came mainl y from t he area ar ound the Province of Baden­

Wurten ur g, in Germany .S 

As t ime Dr ogres sed even closer to 185I, mor e people egan movinr, in to 

the communi ty and est~blishing residency. Dirt r oads we re ca rved out of 

the f orest s connectin one famil t o another and sometimes elTen co . unities. 
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Two of t he most pr edominant and most travel ed r oads were the one runni ng 

east and wes t connecting Lawr enceburg with i ch olasvil l e , and t he one 

s r et,ching north and 50 t h connect i ng Brookvi Ie and e r sailles. It was 

at the t ntersec tion of hese t wo r oads that t he town of Sunman or iginat ed 

OInd. began i t s reck down hrourh th e a es of hist ory to t he Jresent. 

It is oolso the ge ogr aphical center of the town t oday . In bi ecti g e. ch 

other bey also quar t ered • sect i on of l and 160 acres in area into tract s 

of l and for t.y acr es e ch . The southeas t qu.rter of hi s section WiilS 

pur chased by Fr ea Leff l er on Nove ,Ler 19 , 1855.9 The northeast part was 

pur chased by BanEl a .:> t uwiil r t lUld the s outhwest forty by John Serde . 

These three men er ec ed ca1Jins and liv~d 0 their own and . The nortl west 

sec ion, however, was owned by Peter Ii eistein, l/ho too. un res <deney 

e sewhere . There were no d~elU<ngs on his land which like the other tbree 

sect i ons were comprised 0[' orests and swamps . I O 

I n 1851, ~Tohn T .o.n~aD , t hen only nineteen , ur c ased a parcel of 

land from John \ 'erde for ten dollars at the intersection of the two 

Iroads. Here he erected a cabin Hhich h~ used .cor a hO!'le and also f or

Al ong with the establ i shment of John angroan ' s new business 

es abl ishment came a very import ant t urning poi nt in the tide of the 

small community 's fate . r ailroad had been pl anned to connect Lawrence ur g 

and Indi napolis and was t o pass di rectly t hrough t he crossroads settlement 

of Smit h 's Switch . This r ailroad, as will e se~n from l at er ev nt s, 

li t.erall y pu t Smith I s Switch on t he map . Not only did it make the town 

more acces sible, by nrovicting the latest and most modern ac i lities in 

trans ortation, but it was al so a r ail roader by the name or James Vanness 

who visualized the l ocality as a likely spot Jor a olatted town . It was 

a rai lroad stockh older and also a e of t he earlies t settlers in the 

community for ~h om the town w s eventuall y named. 

The ri pht-of-way for the rail road having been granted , and the land 

surveyed and staked out , the "forkers began to lay the tracks from t he 

Qwr enceburg terminal . By 1852 t he operation had covered about nineteen 

I miles and - egan to ent er the sout heast section of town on t he proper t y 

tel onging to Fr ed Leff ler. 

At t his poi nt Smi t h ' s witch t ook another s t ep in the advancement of 

business . Al bert Stuwlilrt , a nei ghbor t o ohn 'hngP1en , was enguUed in 

t he pirit of enterorise and built an aduition on t o his c ~ 0in i n order to 
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accomodate anyone needing room .nd oard , especi ally the rai road 
I3 

war ers. T us the first hotel came int o existence in t e village . 

As t i me went on ~ nd t he r ' ilroao got deeoer i nto t~is com~unity, many 

mor people be ~n to reali ze the great onoortunit.ies which the railroad bad 

ooened for them . The people on t he rQil road were also beeorning conscious 

of the f uture t hat lay in waitinp: f or t he community . James Vanness was 

one or these peonle . He was t he second sect i on fo reman ( success r to 

Thomas G vey the f i rst bos s) and engaged in s tens f or t he platt ' g of the 

t own . 

The construction of t he r i road cont inued f or quite some t ' e since 

al l t he "\-lor k "las done wi t hout t he help of modern machi ne ry and explosives 

but r ather with pick and shovel . F ally , on October 3, 1853, ' t was 

corrrpleted and that day was f i lled with al l t he fes t iviti es of Ii f ourth of 

Jul y . People came from miles around gathering on both s i des on the tr.wk 

to wel come t he f i r s t train as j.t entere t. be villa .e wher e i t st.op ed to 

refuel. The train consisted at a little wood burn ng en ine and t wo wooden 

coaches conducted by George Tyre al l engineered by George l-fat thews . )-Jith 

the arriv or this ne fo rm a f as t er tran sportat i on the people began t o 

increase t heir cr ppage , sendinf t he harvest to t he city f or sale. Smith 's 

Swi ch became and was known for many years as one of t he la r best shipping 

cent ers f or farm products bet ween Cincinnati and Indianapolis. I4 

D~ring t his i me , James anness had been r. row · 'in oromi nence in t he 

\lil i ap-e and UD on f'urchase of his f i rst t ra ct of l and in the s outheas t 

fort s ection, t he community ecame variously known as Vanness' Swit ch or 

Leffler's St atio:"}.

ar chi ng all day and the gr eat er part of t l e next night we reached 
a oi nt on t e Ohio and Missi ssin i r oad, twenty-f i ve miles from 
H.rrison, cal led Sunmansville . Her e t~en'y -five undred militi a 
lay loaded in boxcars. '/e hal ted t o rest, and unconscious of our 
presence , al though we were cl ose to t em, t hey moved of f to ard 
Cincinnat i. 31 

Between the jrear s 1863 and 1868 there were no u... ines es establishe • 

The ones a l ready es tabli~hed were settling in t eir foundat i ons an 
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deve l opment bec~e s t agnant . l ost of t he l.me f or this stagnat i on was 

oi _ned on t he war since i t had c a imed tile maj or ity of t he po ula t i on . 

Things began to right en up t 1-lards the end of r 868 . Thi s year saw 

t he es t ablishment of the first baseball t eam in t he town . The pl ayers 

called t hemselves t he Sunman Gr ey St ckings . 

In 1870 "[illi~ Smith , hilno r e Saltmar sh and J ames Stevenson est ab­

lished a brick and t ile company . Smit h l ater ought out Saltmarsh and 

Stevenson i 1874. The C OMO~y was handed down to Morr i s Smith .nd after 

his death t he company f olded . Lewis Sieg also erected a building just 

about s outh of Sunman apd moved i nto the town in I91L. Today it is t he 

l arges t suppli er of ui l ding ma t erial S i the t own . t i s presently owned 

and opera ed by McKittric and Sons . 

r873 saw t e comin~ of Doct or E. B. i ncent t o the t .5 t he second 

32 physi cia and f i r s t to have rr aduated wi th a degr ee . He was the f i r st 0 e 

i n t he co ..unity t o own an automobi l e and a l so a t elephone . Shortly af ter 

t he arrival of Doctor ' i ncent , c~e Doctor Freeland. He owned and operat ed 

a farm jus t south of Sunman . His wife was t he editor of a book entitled 

&A.RLY DAYS ; his daught er w..s one of t he f i rs t t eachers of Sunman ; and his 

son is Harold Free and33 t he .lUthar referred to a t intervals throughout 

this p;o)per . 

The Tucker hotel was purchased in I874 by nenry Schuck who operated 

. it until he wa s appoint ed postmast er during Pr es i dent Harr i s on 's t erm of 

of fice. Dur inr t hi year a farmers Grange Soc jet y was organized and John 

Bennett became preside t . The later was the first chicken farmer an Thomas 

Sunman, t he secretary , was t he first sheep farmer . 34 Up . until t he tu rn of 

the century, farming was tile mos t important part of t he tO /n 's eco amy . 
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In 1881 t he town saw he need to i nc ease the facilities of education 

in the .. r ea . As a. result the l ittl e f r OUTle building 'Was r ep l aced loat h a 

new two-sto~ brick uilding in the wes t part at town . T e f i rst t eacbers 

i n the new buildint we r e iree Freeland, Grace Henf r ickson, Fran Al exander

and Dora Beer . 

Sunm~ acquired another hote n 1882 . t as owneQ and opera~ed by 

Fredr i ck :oIalter . '. i l i am Koeing opened a barber shop the same year . 

During t he summer of this year t he rail road erect ed a wat er t ower and 

Pumoing station in the t own . The firs t station attendant was 1eorge 

Tangman who was follOTtTed y iriilliam Stephens who served the t own for 

eighteen years . 

Doctor Chris t ian Neuforth was t he fourth doct or to ettle iA the 

c mmuni ty . He praeticed~here until his death , in 1927, having served t he 

communi y for fort y -f our years. Wi lliam and - id Goldsmit h opened another 

Reneral store .lOd hucks t er r oute to serve t he surrounding ueas . A cigar 

shoo W:;lS 0 ened l"y ':. i l iam Huneke who made such ci~ars as t ne "De,., Drop" , 

<Uld t he "Lean Hoosierll . 

The next year , 1884, saw tbe establ ishment of t he fi r st jewelry and 

v1atch r epai r shop by Otto eer and t he fi r s t arug tor e by V. W. Eigney 

who sol d out to Arthur Schene in 19I9 . Mr . Schene operat ed as the t own 's 

onl y druggi s t unti l 1964. That year was al s o t he year when the Big Four 

Hall \1 as built . It is naw owned ry t he Kenneth L. Diver Post 337 merican 

Legion of Sunman . 

The small connnuni t.y took a huge step m.lard i t s preservation and 

pro ection in IRR6 when the men of' the camnunity j oined forces ...nd 

organi zeo a 70l unteer f ire Department . This was t he result of daJlUl.ges 
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suffer d Y several t ' ildings of the tOW'n 'f r i re a few wee s bef· re . The 

,~ irs i ece of equinment f or he depart ment was a h.n d-mu ner \·r ich oroved 

to be worth its expense many times over throughout the f ollowing ye<trs . 37 

oday t he denart men t is the l arges t owner of fire - i~htinc eq i pme nt in a 

trurt y mile r adius . It al so .as twenty- two members . 

This year al so sarI t he cond ng of Alex~der Connelly , a B ptist 

minister , to t he town . He organi zed and f ounded the fi r s t Bapt i s t 

congrepation i the community during the fi rst mont hs of 18B7. It never 

uite ac uir ed a s t apl e s t a rt collapsed a f ew months l a t er. 

Since 4='arm produce as t he number one source of he smaI l communit y 's 

eco omy , there was an open ing f or George and .-i l l i am ftlcMu l en , in 1887, 

t o establish a meat market on t he s outh si\l e of t own . T e Sunman Bui l uing 

and Loan Associat ion was f ounded the follcn.;in f; year, 1888 , and ser'ved the 

area for many years until t he Bank Holi~s i n the early 1930 's. 

Duri p, t his per i od, s ince met al and steel were not erfected yet , 

rlOod nl ayed a ery important role in every community and Sunm~ was no 

except i on. In I 890 a gr oup of men established a wooo'W orking plant in t he 

town . n r 898 i t was sold to t he Saint Farys Spoke ~'iorks of Saint Marys , 

Ohi o. Thi s l an t not, onl y m.de s pokes f or wagon s (al ou gh t, a t w::. s about 

seventy - l i ve ercent of i t b s i ness) ut it also made f urniture mate r ials 

a e used by the pea Ie of t .tJ e ar ea .
